Therefore, in consultation with the

College Police Department, who conducted themselves remarkably throughout this process,

administration has agreed to demonstrate its desire to move forward together and the College

Police have agreed to discontinue the investigation.

The unprecedented state disinvestment in the funding of Californias community colleges
has created difficulties for Southwestern College and other community colleges in San Diego

County from carrying out their mission to the people of the region. We all need to recognize

that if Sacramento continues to cut education funding, we will be caught in a vise between them

and thousands of people who want and need access to our College.
